Having a keen interest 

in digital processes and paper, her artworks include artists’ books, papier-mache objects, collage 

and mixed media. 

Her paintings have been exhibited at the Singapore Art Museum as well as the National Art Gallery, 

Malaysia. She has had solo exhibitions at the UOB Art Gallery, Substation, Maya and Mulan Gallery, 

as well as group exhibitions at instinc, One East Asia and Jendela Gallery at the Esplanade.

In 2018, she won the Bronze in the United Overseas Bank (UOB) Painting of the Year Competition 

(Singapore). Previously, she was awarded First Prize in the Abstract category in 2004 as well as 

Highly-Commended awards in 2006. Her paintings have been shortlisted for the Sovereign Asian Art 

Prize in 2019 and 2021 in Hong Kong. She has also received a Distinction in the Malaysian Art 

Competition (2007) and been selected for the Young Contemporaries 2006 in Malaysia. 

A Malaysian based in Singapore, she has done artist residencies in Portugal, Italy, Vermont USA, 

Iceland and Finland. Her paintings can be found in corporate and private collections both locally and
